On Wednesday, October 7, 2009 the City of Long Branch held a bid opening for three (3)
sanitation collection trucks for the DPW. The City received 4 bids from the following
comparies:

Detcon - Farmingdale, NJ
Unit Price $196,023.00
Total $588,069.00

Sanitation Equip Corp - Paramus, NJ
Unit Price $224,748 00
Total $674,244.00

HA DeHart & Sons - Thorofare, NJ
Unit Price $226.633.00

Total $679,899.00

Raritan Valley Truck Sales - North Brunswick, NJ
Unit Price $228,038.00
Total $684.114 .00

Detcon: Detcon from Farmingdale, NJ was the lowest bidder. After reviewing the bid
package I have determined that the vehicle Detcon bid unfortunately does not meet the
minimal requirements of the specification. The American La France Condor Model 8808
chassis does not meet the same design aspects as the CCC low entry.

The Condor is a well known design in the industry and is accepted by other
Municipalities in NJ but does not meet the minimum requirements of The City of Long
Branch. It has been determined that this type of entry system contributes to the safety of
the users due to the difficulty of repeated egress from the cab on frequent bases. The
operation at Long Branch needs to have a more user friendly design so not to contribute
to injuries sustained by its employees.
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The Condor is a very similar design 10 the Peterbuilt low entry cab which also has been
determined to be a non equal too. For this reason | need to reject their bid and will not be
considered.

Sanitation Equipment Corp: After reviewi ng the bid package from Sanitation
Equipment | have determined that the cab/chassis meets the minimal specification
requirement. Minor exceptions 1o the Cab/Chassis specification have been taken by all
bidders that utilized the CCC Chassis and are insignificant to the operation and reliability
of the vehicle.

The Leach Refuse Body has some small deviations from the specification which also do
not contribute to the reliability or operation. Three of the listed exceptions are considered
to be an equal 0. The other two are design differences that Leach chose to not match:

- 67 Clean out on top of hydraulic tank

21.2.7 - An external hydraulic filter instead of an in-tank filter.

These deviations contribute very little 10 a price difference and should not lack in
performance,

Ha Dehart & Sons: After reviewing the bid package frorn Ha De Hart and Sons | found
the same deviations of the chassis as all three that bjd the CCC Cub chassis. The body
sections did have multiple deviations from the specification but nothing to the point of
dismissing the unit as a perspective winner. The following list is the deviations that will
contribute to cost and operational differences. Even with these deviations the Pak Mor
refuse body would still perform the needed work that the City of Long Branch requires.

1) Hydraulic Pump Protection eircuit not available.
2) Hydraulic eylinders are not hardened.

3) Protective hose sleeves not end to end.

4) External Hydraulic filter not internal.

These differences do not constitute a large cost differential to having them or not. All
other differences are noted 10 be equal too design aspects. The City of Long Branch and 1
rely on the engineering clause of the specification to protect the integrity of the bid. We
do not take the position of designing the refuse body for the manufacturers, they are
responsible for supplying an equal too our performance requirements.

Raritan Valley Truck Sales: After reviewing the bid package from Raritan Valley
Truck Sales it is my determination that the same exceptions are noted for the CCC Cab
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chassis as the previous bidders. This has placed all three bidders at the same level with
the Cab Chassis,

Raritan Valley bid the New W ay King Cobra Retuse Body. The exceptions that are noted
are very similar to both the Leach and the Pak Mor units. The filter for the Hydraulic
svstem and sorne minor metal thicknesses are noted and deemed insignificant to the
operation or safetv of the unit.

RECOMMENDATION OF AWARD

It 18 the recommendation of Commercial Vehicle Consultants, Inc. that the award of the
contract go 1o Sanitation Equipment Corp. based on their bid package and specifications
supplied. This recommendation is given with not knowing if Sanitation Equipment has
any fatal flaws with any other part of the boiler plate. If any new information is presented
or an oversight has taken place either on V(s part or the City of Long Branch boiler
plate, a new evaluation of the next bidder will commence.
