ORDINANCE AMENDING AND SUPPLEMENTING CHAPTER 345, ZONING,
ARTICLE X, §345-94, OF THE CITY OF LONG BRANCH COMBINED LAND USE
ORDINANCES TO PROVIDE FOR WAIVER OF DEVELOPER PAYMENT FOR
CERTAIN REDEVELOPMENT PROJECTS

WHEREAS, the Oceanfront-Broadway Redevelopment Plan and codifying ordinances
(the “Redevelopment Zone Ordinances”) provides for various procedures for the identification,
selection, and designation of redevelopers; and

WHEREAS, the Redevelopment Zone Ordinances provides that selected redevelopers
will enter into redevelopment agreements with the City setting forth various rights and
obligations of the selected redeveloper in connection with the specific redevelopment project;
and

WHEREAS, §345-94(C) of the Redevelopment Zone Ordinances requires that all
selected redevelopers make a non-refundable payment of $50,000 at the time of execution of a
redevelopment agreement; and

WHEREAS, the purpose of this payment is to provide funds for economic development
programs, including incentives for facade and sign improvements and other business attraction
projects, as well as to offset initial expenses incurred by the City in reviewing redevelopment
proposals and negotiating redevelopment agreements; and

WHEREAS, the imposition of such payment has been an important mechanism for
offsetting City costs and providing funding for economic development programs; and

WHEREAS, the City has entered several redevelopment agreements for substantial

projects in various portions of the Redevelopment Area, in which cases such funds were of

significant importance to the City; and



WHEREAS, it is anticipated that future redevelopment efforts may begin to increasingly
include proposals for smaller scale projects, particularly in the Broadway Sector of the
Redevelopment Area, as well proposals for smaller scale projects or improvements by existing
property owners; and

WHEREAS, the imposition of a $50,000 payment may, in some Cases, be
disproportionate to the actual costs incurred by the City in connection with review of proposals
and designation of redevelopers for such smaller scale projects and may, in some cases, be too
significant a cost relative to the project or improvement proposed; and

WHEREAS, the City desires to encourage such smaller scale projects where feasible and
appropriate, consistent with the goals and objectives of the Redevelopment Plan.

NOW, THEREFORE BE IT ORDAINED, by the City Council of the City of Long
Branch that §345-94, Article X of Chapter 345 of the City Of Long Branch Combined Land Use
Ordinances be amended to include the following new section:

D. The $50,000 payment required pursuant to Section C shall only be required to be
paid by redevelopers who enter a redevelopment agreement if the total estimated cost of the
project or improvement proposed exceeds $10,000,000. A payment of $25,000 shall be made by
a redeveloper upon execution of a redevelopment agreement if the total estimated cost of the
project or improvement is between $3,000,000 and $10,000,000. A payment of $10,000 shall be
made by a redeveloper upon execution of a redevelopment agreement if the total estimated cost

of the project or improvement is less than $3,000,000.

WHEREAS, James G. Aaron, Esq. has been treated as a City employee employed as City
Attorney since July 1, 1994; and

WHEREAS, pursua;nt to the Contract entered between the City of Long Branch and James G.
Aaron, James G. Aaron was and is entitled to pick up by the terms of said contract the City attorney was
and is entitled to participate in the State Pension Benefit Program both by deductions from salary as well
as a municipal contribution and to receive a matching municipal contribution as well as to receive
medical benefits from the City of Long Branch; and

WHEREAS, the State of New Jersey passed legislation effective January 1, 2008 that municipal
persons in the position such as the City Attorney throughout the State of New Jersey could no longer be
city employees and participate in the state of New Jersey Pension Program; and

WHEREAS, the City of Long Branch has worked with labor counsel together with state
agencies to determine the appropriate methodology to handle transitions of said employees; and

WHEREAS, the appropriate solution as recommended by the Labor Attorney for the City of
Long Branch, the Chief Financial Officer of the City of Long Branch, the Department of Personnel of

the City of Long Branch and consulting state agencies is that the Contract with the City Attorney is to be

terminated as of July 1, 2008. As of July 1, 2008 the Contract shall be converted to a Retainer
Agreement with James G. Aaron for the gross sum of Thirty Thousand Dollars per year, the same as the
salary; and

WHEREAS, the City of Long Branch will no longer pay any of the medical benefits previously
paid to the City Attorney and the City Attorney will no longer have the ability to contribute to the State
Pension Fund; and

WHERAS, the City of Long Branch shall pay commencing July 30° 2008 the sum of Two
Thousand Five Hundred Dollars per month for the services rendered by James G. Aaron as fully
described in the Contract of Employment; to wit, attendance at all public meetings, workshop sessions
and executive sessions held by the Council of the City of Long Branch which payment shall be for the
) month preceding the preceding month’s work; and

WHEREAS, the interests of the City of Long Branch are best served by converting this Contract
as the savings to the City of Long Branch will be at least Twenty Thousand Dollars per year; and

This creates
potentially dangerous conditions and potential injury to individuals and/or personal

WHEREAS, the Safety Director also wishes 10 address the same ambiguity
which appears in City Ordinance 116-51 which prohibits dogs and other animals on the

boardwalk or on the beachfront or in the waters adjacent thereto; and

WHEREAS, this could arguably include service roadways which the Public
Safety Director does not believe was the Council’s original intent; and

WHEREAS, said amendments and redactions to the municipal ordinance 116-5]

and 116-51 are in the best interest of the City of Long Rranch;

Please see attached correspondence from Lieutenant Bucciero, wherein he suggests a
redaction of City Ordinance 116-5 J, eliminating the reference to “any of the public walks
adjacent thereto.” The clear purpose of this revision would be to eliminate any confusion
regarding the permissibility of bicycle riding and roller blading on the street or service
roadways adjacent to either the boardwalk or promenade.

As the ordinance is written, I can see no reference to skateboards, and I believe that
should be included with the same language and applicability, along with bicycles and
roller blades. Currently, our officers have no authority to prohibit skateboarding on
either the boardwalk or promenade. Any contentious interactions, which might evolve as
a result of our officers attempting to prohibit this conduct, could be problematic.

I would also suggest that we take this occasion to address the same ambiguity, which
appears in City Ordinance 116-5 I, which prohibits dogs and other animals on the
boardwalk, beachfront, adjacent waters, and “upon any public walk contained on the
beachfront.” This, of course, could arguably include service roadways, etc., which I

don’t believe was the Council’s original intent.

The Division of Criminal Justice is accepting applications for the Safe and Secure
Communities Act Grant Program. The State Fiscal Year 2008 allocation plan includes funding to
continue the personnel grant to your municipality. Your previous grant number was P-3979, and this
grant number is P-4279.

As you know, funding for the Safe and Secure grant program is derived from fines imposed
on criminal convictions. Due to a shortfall in program revenues, it has been necessary to reduce
continuation awards for the 2008 funding cycle. Accordingly, your Safe and Secure grant award will
be $51,314. Funding allocations are based on a data-driven formula and take into account each
municipality's police need or workload measured by the number of violent and nonviolent crimes
divided by that municipality's number of police officers. The distribution plan is calculated on
information reported in the most recently published 2006 Uniform Crime Report (2006).

The grant must operate a minimum of one year from the end date of your previous award.
Again, your municipality must pay all fringe benefit costs associated with the personnel hired as well
as all costs in excess of the grant award. Also, the Safe and Secure Communities Program requires
that a municipality shall not reduce its baseline complement of police officers and other law
enforcement personnel (as increased by personnel funded with this award) during the grant period.

Please note that a new Safe and Secure Program Administration and Funding Guidelines

booklet has been compiled to assist you with the application process, reporting requirements
and state compliance issues. The booklet contains all of the required application documents.
